Festival Policies  
 

Practice hours 
While practicing effectively is ultimately the responsibility of the individual student, the festival 
schedule is structured to support this critical endeavor by setting aside a daily practice period for 
all participants. Practice hours are from 8:00 AM until noon, Monday through Saturday. During 
these hours students are required to be in their rooms practicing for the fi rst 50 minutes of each 
hour, unless they are at a lesson. Chamber music rehearsals and coachings may not take place 
during the mornings on Monday through Saturday. During the 50 minute morning practice 
periods, students may not socialize, talk on the phone, or use computers. Resident assistants will 
do daily checks to help make sure that students are practicing as consistently and effectively as 
possible. 
 

Lessons and Rehearsal schedule 
Students must keep their lesson and rehearsal times and places posted on their door, and make 
sure to keep this schedule up-to-date. 
 

Faculty/Student Concerts and Master Classes 
Faculty concerts are each Friday, and the fi rst two Wednesdays. Student concerts are each 
Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday. Student attendance at these concerts is required. Each faculty 
member will hold a weekly master class, required for members of that studio.  
 

Quiet Hours and Curfews 
In all buildings, quiet hours are from 10:30 PM to 7:00 AM, Monday through Saturday. 
Saturday evening/Sunday morning curfews/quiet hours are one hour later. 
 

Sunday through Friday curfews for students 17 years of age and under: 
 10:30 PM -On floor 
 11:00 PM - Lights out 
Sunday through Friday curfews for students 18 years of age and older: 
 11:00 PM - On floor 
 Midnight - Lights out 
 

Visitation 
Visitation hours are from noon until curfew. Persons other than GMCMF participants, including 
relatives of participants, are not allowed to stay overnight in the dorms, and must get a visitor 
pass from the Resident Director before visiting students' rooms. 
 

Appropriate behavior 
All GMCMF participants are expected to show courtesy and respect for festival faculty, resident 
staff, and fellow students at all times. As guests on the University of Vermont campus, all festival 
participants are expected to treat campus property and university employees with respect, and to 
observe all UVM policies (see next page).  
 

Leaving Campus 
Before leaving campus for any reason, all students, regardless of age, must sign out and sign 
back in upon their return. The sign out sheet is posted on the Resident Director's door. If 
students are under the age of 18, they may only leave the UVM campus accompanied by a 
member of the residential staff, faculty, their parent, or their legal guardian, unless the student 
brings the release form signed by a parent or legal guardian. Students leaving campus should be 
with at least one other person. Campus boundaries will be explained during student orientation. 
 



(Festival Policies, continued) 
 

Alcohol and Other Drugs Policy 
Possessing or drinking alcoholic beverages on campus (regardless of studentÕs age), selling or 
furnishing alcohol to a minor, or using illicit drugs at any time are grounds for immediate 
dismissal from the program with no refund.  
 
In addition, GMCMF students of legal drinking age (21 and older) may not consume alcohol 
while participating in off -campus activities sponsored by the festival (e.g. recreational trips). 
When they are off -campus on their own, students of legal drinking age are expected to abide by 
all liquor laws of the State of Vermont.   
 
 

UVM Policies 
 
 
Alcohol and Other Drugs Policy 
Participants in UVM events are not allowed to possess or consume alcohol on the UVM campus, 
even if 21 years of age or older. For persons under the age of 21, the possession or consumption 
of alcohol is a crime in the State of Vermont. Additionally, selling or furnishing alcohol to a 
minor is a crime in the State of Vermont. Use, possession, sale, or distribution of illegal or 
controlled substances or associated paraphernalia is strictly prohibited and subject to judicial 
action.  
 
Smoking 
Smoking is not allowed inside of any building on the University of Vermont campus. Smoking is 
not allowed within 20 feet of any residence hall. Students smoking outside must clean up all litter. 
 
Care of UVM Property 
The lobbies and other public spaces must be kept clean both in dorm buildings and in the 
Southwick Music Building. Students may not remove screens from any residence hall window; 
propping open or otherwise interfering with the closure of any security door is prohibited. 
 
Parking on Campus 
Parking permits are required for all GMCMF participants who wish to park a vehicle on campus, 
and will be paid directly by the participant at time of arrival ($36 per month). Il legally parked 
cars will be towed and stored at ownersÕ expense. 
 
Prohibited items (do not bring or use) 
Students may not use cooking appliances or grills in their rooms, suites, or on balconies 
(exceptions are coffee pots with automatic shutoffs, popcorn poppers, 36 cubic inch refrigerators, 
700 watt or fewer microwaves, all of which are ULA listed). Due to the risk of fi re and the danger 
of electrical overload, the use of the following types of electrical equipment is prohibited: 
multiple head plugs, halogen light bulbs (such as those found in most torchiere style lamps), sun 
lamps, immersion heaters, hot plates and other high wattage equipment, space heaters. Creating 
smoke through the use of incense, candles, or other scented smoke-producing items is strictly 
prohibited in all residence halls. Possession/use of candles, oil lamps, incense, storage of 
charcoal, fl ammable liquids such as gasoline, kerosene, Coleman fuels, or other items which 
create fi re danger is prohibited. Mercury thermometers, neon signs, and other items which may 
contain hazardous materials are prohibited.  
 



Violations of Festival or UVM Policies 
 
Consequences imposed for not observing policies of Green Mountain Chamber Music Festival or 
the University of Vermont will vary depending upon the violation. Serious infractions may be 
enforced by UVM Police Services and Burlington law enforcement offi cials. 

 
The following measures will be taken i f a student violates Festival or UVM policies: 
 
1)  Verbal warning from Resident Director, with possible earlier curfew; notice given to 
 major teacher. 
 
2)  Written warning to student from Resident Director; notice given to major teacher and 
 Artistic Director. 
 
3)  Dismissal from Green Mountain Chamber Music Festival without refund.

Planning Ahead, Arrival and Check-In 
 
The Travel Plans form must be filled out and returned to GMCMF by May 31, or may be 
completed online at application website by June 25. 
 
Students should plan to arrive in Burlington on Sunday, June 29, preferably between noon and 5 
p.m., and leave Burlington on the morning of Saturday, July 26. Airport shuttle service to 
Burlington International Airport (BTV) will be available to students who travel by plane, as long 
as the Business Manager has received travel information in advance, by paper or online form.  
 
Check In on Sunday, June 29 
Upon arrival, students should check in at the Southwick Music Building on the University of 
Vermont Redstone Campus, where the Festival staff wi ll give out room assignments, phone 
numbers, and campus and festival information. All payments must be complete before arrival. 
Students will receive a room key and meal card. The dorms at UVM will open at noon, and 
dinner is the fi rst meal available. 
 
Room Assignments 
Room assignments and changes may be made only by the Resident Director. Students under 18 
may be housed in double rooms, in which case a practice room will be made available to one of 
the students. Roommate preferences will be honored if each student requests the other in writing.  
 
Personal Property 
Students are required to lock their rooms. Theft can and occasionally does occur in residence 
halls. All valuables and money should be protected by the owner. GMCMF and UVM will not be 
liable for students' personal property. It is strongly recommended that all musical instruments 
of value be insured before coming to the festival. Basic services for string instruments are 
provided locally at Vermont Violins in Burlington (more info at www.vermontviolins.com) 
 
Automobiles 
Students who plan to have a car during the Festival will need to purchase a parking permit from 
UVM in order to park on campus. The fee is $36 for one month, and is paid upon arrival. 
 
 

Check-Out and Departure 
  
 
 
Final Check-Out on Saturday, July 26 by NOON 
A few days before the festival ends, departure plans wil l be confi rmed by the residence staff. 
Breakfast will be available in the dining hall on Saturday, July 26. Every student must check out 
of his/her dorm room and return the key to the Resident Director before noon that day. 
 
Room Damage/Lost Key Charges 
Students are responsible for the condition of their rooms and the return of room keys. Students 
and residence staff together will inspect room before check-out. Students will be charged for any 
damaged or missing furniture at the rate imposed by UVM; lost keys will result in a charge of 
$55.

Laundry items (bag, detergent, quartersÑ machines in dorms @ $1.25/load) 
Cash or debit card for miscellaneous spending (several ATMs on campus) 
Land phone and phone cord for dorm room 
Fan (oscillating desktop style is goodÑ no air conditioners) 
Alarm clock 

 Medications (please list on the Medical Treatment Authorization form any  
  medications you will be taking) 

Music stand 
Pencils, metronome, tuners 
Recording device (if you wish to record lessons or chamber rehearsals) 
 

What not to bring: refer to Prohibited Items (see under UVM Policies). 
 
Housekeeping is provided for common areas, but not for individual bedrooms. Students are 
expected to keep their rooms clean. 
 
Phones/Voice Mail—Phone numbers and voice mail instructions are available at check-in. 
 
Computers/InternetÑ Internet access can be found at the Bailey/Howe Library on the UVM 
campus. Students may bring computers and cables (CAT5 or CAT5e) to access the internet from 
their dorm rooms.  
 
Refrigerators/MicrowavesÑ Some dorm lounges may have kitchens. Students may bring a 
small refrigerator and/or microwave, subject to size and power limits (see Prohibited Items). 
Also, the UVM Bookstore will rent, deliver, and pick up a refrigerator ($65 for 4 weeks, plus $10 
refundable deposit) or a microwave ($15 for 4 weeks, plus $10 refundable deposit). Call Kate

UVM Recreation Center 
If students wish to use facilities at the UVM Recreation Center, they may purchase access (which 
costs $105 for one month) at the gymÕs main desk. Facilities include gym, pool, tennis courts, 
weight room, racquetball, etc. 
 
Receiving mail during the festival: 
Mail is delivered to students at lunch Monday through Saturday. The UVM address for our use 
has not yet been provided to us, and will be sent to all students when available.
